traffictv now has over 130,000
monthly subscribers through Orange
and over 10,000 new customers are
trailing the application each month.
The revenue for all the partners

has been excellent with customers
subscribing to traffictv on a daily,
weekly and monthly charge of

£1, £2, and £4 respectively.

The users benefit from 24 hour access
to live traffic data across the UK
including speed and delay information
and CCTV images, many saving hours
a week on journey times.
